1 am writing to bring to your attention an Issue affecting rates for Man Power electric
customers.

Mon Power and Potomac Edison's parent company, Ohle-based FirstEnergy, has announced that
It wants MP/PE to purchase the Pleasants power plant, currently owned by another FirstEnergy
company. Because the Pleasants plant is not as profitable as FirstEnergy would like, the
company has come up with a plan to boost shareholder profits: FirstEnergy wants to offload the
plant onto Mon Power and Potomac Edison, whose customers would be forced to pay all the
costs of this plant, plus a guaranteed profit to FirstEnergy. Consumers would bear these costs
because of the rules governing West Vieginia's elactric utilities. If FirstEnergy's scheme is
successful, customers would be saddled with those costs for decadas. A similar deal invoiving
the Harrison plant purchased by MP/PE three years ago has already cost customers of those
utilities more than $150 million and counting.

West Virginians for Energy Freedom {EnergyFreedomWV.org) is a coalition of consumer
advocates, businesses, energy efficlency and renewable energy advocates, and local
government officials coming together to oppose this deal and to ask the Public Sarvice
Commission to pratect Mon Power and Potomac Edison electric customers from unnecessary
rate increases.
